SEMH Nurture Provision

Entry Criteria

Criteria for admission to Silsoe VC Lower School Provision for pupils with social, emotional and mental health difficulties.

The Provision provides for pupils who:

· Have an Education and Healthcare Plan (EHCP) of Special Educational Needs or Disability (SEND) where the prime need is clearly identified as social, emotional and mental health (SEMH) difficulties as per the SEND Code of Practice.

· Are of statutory lower school age.

· Are pupils with a EHCP who as a result of further assessment or as an outcome of annual review are identified for a provision placement from which to support and extend inclusion into the main school.

· Have parental support and agreement to policies put in place for the health and safety of all staff and pupils.

· Have been recommended for admission by the SEND Team in conjunction with the LA Provisions Panel.

· The SEMH Provision will be funded and resourced for a maximum of eight pupils, unless exceptional circumstances pertain. In this case individual arrangements will be the subject of consultation between the LA, the Head Teacher and the Governors of the school.
