Exit Criteria

Exit criteria from Silsoe VC Lower School Provision for pupils with social, emotional and mental health difficulties.

Consideration to exit the Provision will be given:

· When pupils can function appropriately within a mainstream classroom with support commensurate with their need on a full-time basis and having done so for one term without respite in the SEMH (social, emotional, mental health) Provision.

· In conjunction with LA agencies i.e Behaviour Support Team (The Jigsaw Centre)/EP service, recommendation that the pupil is ready to return to a mainstream classroom on a full-time basis.

· Where SEMH is no longer defined as the prime need and where an alternative suitable placement can be found.

· Where a child no longer requires an EHCP.

· If parental co-operation were to fail.

· When a pupil is no longer of statutory lower school age.
